VOLUNTEER INFORMATION

The 2011 EXPO schedule will be posted on the website at www.sandersonband.com under the EXPO menu item on the left hand side the week before EXPO (on or about the 16th of October).  Please search the schedule for your name.  It may be in more than one area so please search the entire list.  If you have volunteered and do not see your name in the list, please contact Edwina Bruce at either volunteer@sandersonband.com or asbcebecb@aol.com.  We will still have openings and can always use more help in some area.
Also, it is critical for us to know if you cannot work the schedule you have been given.  Some positions absolutely must be filled for the competition to proceed, and while we understand emergencies do come up, please contact us as soon as you know there is a conflict with your scheduled time.

You may have told someone that you would like to help them in a specific area.  This does not mean you will automatically be assigned to that area.  We have to staff the event based on where we need help and that means not everyone will get their first choice, please be understanding.   

We have attempted to schedule everyone for the time of day they indicated they were available.  If this is not the case, please notify us as soon as possible.   No one was intentionally assigned to a shift timeslot for which they did not volunteer.  Due to the incredible response from the band families, you will see on the schedule that nearly all the positions have been filled.   If you do see an open spot and would like to volunteer, or volunteer a loved one, please email us that information.
Below are some basic instructions:
SHIFTS

There are 4 shifts on the schedule:

1st shift is 7 a.m. to 11 a.m.

2nd shift is 11 a.m. to 3 p.m.

3rd shift is 3 p.m. to 7 p.m. 

4th Shift is 7 p.m. to 11 p.m.

Please arrive for your shift 15 minutes early to allow time to check in at the Volunteer Tent and switch with whoever you are replacing at your volunteer area. Some positions have slightly different schedules (for example the performance timer works all day but does not start until 11:00 a.m. so please verify with your area leader).
EXPO DRESS CODE AND OTHER TIPS

ADULTS:

All Adult Volunteers are asked to wear khaki or black pants (or shorts) and EXPO T-shirt.  
STUDENTS:

Band students should wear khaki or black pants (or shorts) and EXPO t-shirt.
Student dress is extremely important.  Sloppy or inappropriate attire will result in the student being placed in a “no visible” job (like monitoring the dumpster).

Be sure to wear comfortable shoes.  There are not many sit down jobs at Expo. 
CHECK IN AND CHECK OUT

In order for us to make sure who is working in what areas, ALL VOLUNTEERS must check in for work at the Volunteer Check-in Tent located to the right of the stadium near the POD. You will be given a volunteer name tag and instructions on who to report to and where to report.

SETUP AND TEAR DOWN
As you can see on the assignment schedule, we did not assign people to set up and take down jobs.  We need help; reliable, dependable help.  Many of you have indicated you are willing to help (and will get a reminder email) but we can always use more Saturday night and Sunday morning.
