Rules/Regulations

All of the following rules and regulations must be followed to ensure a safe and successful Band Camp. Violation of the rules and regulations will result in the student being dropped from the SHS Marching Band, being sent home, and being disciplined by the school.

 1. No drugs, alcohol, or smoking will be permitted at any time. 

 2. No student will possess matches, lighters, or lighting fluid. 

 3. No student may bring a car without prior approval.  All car keys must be surrendered to Camp Director upon check in.  

 4. Students will not leave the campus property unless accompanied by a chaperone. 

 5. Intimacy involving band members is prohibited. 

 6. No boys may be on the girls’ hallways and visa versa. 

 7. Students are required to be at all meals. Shirts and shoes are required at meals. Students must eat three well-balanced meals everyday. 

 8. No visitors are allowed except parents and guardians and they will have to pay for their own meals unless they are functioning as a chaperone. 

 9. Curfew is noted on the daily schedule. Students must be on their dorm hall at that time. 

10. Each student must be in his or her room, quiet, and with lights out 15 minutes after curfew. 

11. Telephones are for emergency use only. 

12. All instructions given by chaperones must be obeyed. 

Any violations of the rules and regulations listed above may result in the student being dropped from the SHS Marching Band in addition to being sent home, and being disciplined by the school. After rehearsal, detentions will also be issued for infractions. Since this event is school sponsored, all Wake County and Sanderson code of conduct rules apply.
