Dates to Remember

Thursday, October 6: Sale begins.  Packets are distributed to band students.  Forms and instructions will also be posted on the band website.

Saturday, Nov. 5, & Sunday, Nov 6, from 1 - 4 pm at Jay Sprankle's home (4925 Hermitage Dr. Raleigh, 27612): Deliver your orders and money.  If you cannot come please call Jay at 787-3732 or 475-2712 to make arrangements.  All orders must be paid for at this time.
Delivery Date is currently estimated to be November 28th, 29th, or 30th.  You will be notified as soon as the date is confirmed.  Deliveries will be at Sanderson High School.    All Students and Parents are needed to help unload trucks – Confirmed date and time will be announced. 

November 28 - 30  (Specific Date and Time to be determined):  Pick up orders at Sanderson.  All items must be picked up by 8:00 pm on the day of delivery.  We have no place to store fruit or flowers at school.  If you cannot come on the delivery day, you must make arrangements for someone to pick your order up for you.  Failure to do so will result in a lowered fair share payment to you.

Fruit & Flower Sale Information & Instructions
Please read all instructions carefully to save you time and phone calls.  Thanks!

Product Information:

The color “Poster” has pictures and prices you can print out and show customers.  Put your name and contact information in the red box.
· Navel Oranges: Large, seedless, easy to peel and good for eating.  Store in a cool place and they’ll stay fresh for weeks.  Avoid freezing temperatures. 

· Grapefruit:  Occasionally grapefruit may have some dark spots, but they are still fresh.  Same storage instructions as oranges.

· Tangelos: Few seeds, easy to peel, excellent taste.  Same storage instructions as oranges.

· Tangerines: Small, few seeds, easy to peel, sweet flavor.  Same storage instructions as oranges.
· Citrus Variety Pack:  This is a mix of 12 navels, 12 tangerines and 12 grapefruit. Same storage instructions as oranges.

· Poinsettias:  Red, pink or white poinsettias with 4 – 7 blooms in 7” pot, wrapped with foil.  Poinsettias are supplied by Fowler’s Nursery in Clayton, NC.

When you make a sale:

· Fill in your customer’s name, address and phone numbers.  This is very important.

· Fill in the quantity and total amount due for each item sold.

· Collect the total payment.  We cannot order fruit or flowers that aren't paid for when the order is turned in.  Checks can be made payable to SHS Band Boosters.
· Write your name on each check to ensure proper credit to your account.

· Tell the customer the estimated delivery date to the school will be Nov. 28th 29th, or 30th.
· Be sure to thank your customer for supporting you and the band.

· Make photocopies or print extra copies of the order form from the web site if you need them.

After you have finished all sales:

· Total your order form and double check total quantities and money collected.  Write student’s name in the memo space on each check.  Place the 2010 Total Sheet on top of all forms.

· Make a copy of your completed order form. Your original form will be returned to you when you pick up your order.

· Put checks and order form in an envelope marked Fruit & Flower Sales and hand deliver on Sat. Nov 5, or Sun. Nov 6 (1-4 PM) at Jay Sprankle’s home (4925 Hermitage Dr. Raleigh 27612).  Orders and payments will be verified at that time.  We cannot order fruit or flowers that aren't paid for when you turn in the order.
When you pick up your order:

· Check the fruit for spoilage before you deliver it.  Open the box for a quick visual inspection; then check the sides and bottom of the box for wet areas.  

· If there is spoilage, 1-2 pieces may be thrown away without a problem.  If more pieces are spoiled, call Jay Sprankle immediately (before Monday, December 5th) to get replacements 787-3732 (H), 475-2712 (c).  We cannot guarantee replacement after extra fruit is released for sale.

· We will order a limited amount of extra fruit to replace spoilage.  Anything remaining on Monday, December 5th will be sold on a first come first served basis.  You must pay for it when you pick it up and call ahead to make sure the type of fruit you want is available.

· Deliver your orders as soon as possible.  One of our selling features is that the fruit was picked only two or three days before we get it.

· Tell your customers to store their citrus fruit in an unheated place like the garage and avoid freezing temperatures.  With proper storage and handling, it will keep for weeks.  See storage instructions above.
